In our church, they also oversee the work of  
the numerous committees.  When they are elected as commission-
ers to higher governing bodies, Ruling Elders participate and vote 
with the same authority as Teaching Elders of  the Word and Sac-
rament, and they are eligible for any office. 

 
Ruling Elders should be persons of  wisdom and maturity of  

faith, dedication, leadership skills, and compassionate in spirit.  
Their manner of  life should be a demonstration of  the Christian 
Gospel, both within the church and in the world. 
Eighteen Ruling Elders make up our churchõs Session, which 

meets the fourth Monday of  each month. 
 
Trustees shall have the following powers to: 
--receive, hold, encumber, manage, and transfer property, real 

or personal, for the congregation 
--accept and execute deeds of  title to such property 
--hold and defend title to such property 
--manage any permanent special funds for the furtherance of  

the purposes of  the congregation 
All this is done subject to the authority of  the Session and un-

der provisions of  the Constitution of  the Presbyterian Church 
(USA). 

 
A congregational meeting has been called for the election 

of  officers on SUNDAY, MAY 7, at the close of  worship.  
Nominations from the floor may also be made at that time, with 
the prior consent of  those being nominated.
